Question:

· Identify the audience and purpose of each source.

· Discuss and analyse at least three  presentational features used in each source and explain their effect.

· Discuss and analyse at least three language features used in each source and explain their effect.

· Sum up by considering the language and presentation used in each source and how it helps achieve its purpose.

· Speech marks for quotes. Remember to use a comma before you open your speech mark and only quote if what you are saying comes directly from the text.
