Introductions

· Open up with a direct conversation or dialogue. E.g., “It’s all my fault Johnny, what am I going to do?”

· Open up by talking directly to the reader. 

E.g., Hello, my name is Stephen. Let me tell you my story….

· Open up with the narrator (person telling the story) giving us a rundown on their day from their point of view.

E.g., “Well folks, this is another good morning on WK5 FM.”

Aghhhh, I’m late for school…I raced down the stairs and sent the dog basket flying into the air and broke a mirror in the process. 

· Describe the setting. E.g., The maroon and navy flags flew high in the sky.
