Write a story based on the following titles:

· It can be real or imaginary

· Explain the situation

· Describe thoughts and feelings of the person or the people involved

· Try to make the reader share the experience through your choice of words and sentences

· Include an interesting beginning and ending for your writing

· Write in PARAGRAPHS-one topic per paragraph to be discussed.

· LONG SENTENCES-take a breath when you write. Split up long sentences with a CAPITAL LETTER and FULL STOP!

· SPELLING is vital-don’t write in TEXT SPELLING!!

· PUNCTUATION is essential. If you are using DIALOGUE, punctuate correctly. 

· DIALOGUE/CONVERSATION-take a separate line for each person speaking.

EXAMPLE: “Hurry up John!” shouted Mary.



    “I’m getting ready,” replied John. 

· READ what you WRITE!

· Build description of people in your reader’s head. EXAMPLE: The old man was hunched over like a camel. 

· Build up atmosphere and describe the setting by using the SENSES. EXAMPLE: It was a cold, dark, windy night. I could feel the wind howl through my ears. 
· TIMESPAN: Have your story take place over a short period of time. E.g., a couple of hours or a day maximum. 
· Refer back to the title of the story. E.g., It seemed like a good idea at the time…
· AVOID…We started to get scared…We started to panic…
· AVOID stories based on DRINK, DRUGS, VIOLENCE etc. Stories are easier to write about if you can relate to them easily.
